The Alaska Department of Transportation and Public Facilities
(DOT&PF) Southcoast Region, in cooperation with the Federal
Aviation Administration, is proposing to rehabilitate the pave-
ment for Runway 18/36 at the King Salmon Airport.

DOT&PF has hired Jacobs Engineering Group to design the
improvements. The project design is in the conceptual stage.

Project information

The goal of the project is to improve
the pavement for Runway (RWY)
18/36, and correct aligned Taxiways G
and N.

The current locations of TWY’s G and
N no longer meet FAA guidelines. De-
clared distances, along with lighting
and striping changes will bring the
taxiways locations up to standards
without changing their locations on
the ground.

Declared distances will allow aircraft
to utilize the existing pavement past the
threshold for landing and takeoff.

Construction is expected to begin in 2027.
